In a day or two the other two
jurymen will be select~d, and the
greatest trial in the history of the
American labor movement will
start.

To Strike Next Time

Oakland, Cal.

'Dear Comrades:

‘ In their hunt for more profits
the Circulation Departments of
,the two local paperS recently com-
jbimed, The effect was, where form-
erly s hoy was a hustler for one
paper, he now had the double job
,of handling both. To make still
more money, the boss-parasites cut
the wages of the newsboys,. . in
some cases in half. The boys
were chafing under a racent raise
‘of half a cent in the price of na-
,pers, without rasing the price to
the public.

It was the old story of speed-up
and wage cuts, and the slaves be-
gan to wake up to the fact that
they must organize.

Strike! The boys hadnt heard
,that since the old defunct union
had broken up. Sixty newsboys
responded and formed a committee
of action. Officers were elected
,which alsq acted as the strike com-
mittee, With the assistance of the
Young Communisf League a leaf-

help of the YCL, illusions “were
that the business men’s and wom-
en's clubs and the American Fed-
eration of Labor would help the
strikers,—they didn’t.

* Mr. Spooner, A. F. of L. or-
ganizer, advocated the strikers’
return to work under the bosses’
terms before he would recognize
the union. The first two weeks
three leaflets were issued to the
workers asking their solidarity.
The result was a constant impour-
ing of “stops” to the paper from
subscribers. This encouraged the
strikers tremendously. Previously
to this the papers used all the
methods of strike-breaking, even
hiring scabs for $12 a cay. This did
not help, so they went to the big-
gest strikebreaker of them all, the
A. F. Of Il-

The striking newsboys exposed
Mr. Spooner and his strike-break-
ing tactics, and he was the laugh-
ing stock to the rank and file of
the A. ¥, of L. Guisseppe, the
secretary of the strikers, will long
