Pontugal ,  the Mozambican people  ane again  f  onced to  f  ace the
despenate acts  o f  aggness ion of  a  co lon ia l - fasc is t .

Af  ten a  long senies o f  anmed pnovocat ions against  the PRM,
on the n ight  o f  the 23/24 Febnuany,  the fonces of  Ian Smi th?s nac is t
negime launched a lange-sca le  a t tack against  oun nat iona l  tenn i tony,

concentnated on the v i l lages of  Paf  un i  and Mavue.  The at tack began
at  21OO houns ( loca i )  on the 23nd and las ted thnough the day of  the 24th.

On the 24th bombi .ng na ids took p lace.  Jets ,  bombens,  he l icopters ,

ant i l leny and in f  antny took pant  in  the a t tack.

In  the a t tack on Mavue thnee women and a ch i ld  wene mundened and
a man and an e leven-yean o ld  ch i ld  wene in juned.  The f  ightens of  the
Peoplest  L ibenat ion Fonces of  Mozambique,  supponted by the pana-

m i i i t any  f onces  o f  A l f andega  and  M ignacao ,  nepe l l ed  t he  i nvaden ,

in f  l i c t ing sevene damage and shoot ing down two je ts  and one
he l i cop ten .  Ten  f  i gh tens  su f  f  ened  i n j un ies .  Two  o then  comnades
sacn i f i ced  t he in  l i ves  i n  de fence  o f  t he  Peop le  and  o f  oun
sovene ign t y .

Th i s  ac t  cons t i t u tes  open  aggness ion ,  an  ac t  o f  wan .  I t  i s  a
cn ime against  Peace and a wan cn ime as def  ined by the
Intennat iona l  Nunembung Tnibunal  .

Why does Ian Smi th  aLtack us? Why does the nac is t  Sa l isbuny
negime make wan on us? What  makes i t  m,- lnden women and
ch i l dnen ,  bunn  houses ,  massacne  peaceab le  peasan ts?

To answen th is  quest ion connect ly ,  w€ have to  say that  Ian
Smi th  does th is  because i t  is  what  he has a lways done against
Mozamb ique .  i n  1965 ,  when  he  pnoc la imed  h i s  psuedo - i ndependence ,
Ian Smi th  jo ined Pontuguese co lon ia l is rn 's  wan of  aggness ion
aga ins t  oun  peop le .  A t  t ha t  t ime  h i s  t noops  wene  sen t  i n to  t he
P /  ov ince  o f  N iassa .

S ince  t hen ,  t he  Sa l i sbuny  neg ime  has  become  accus tomed  to
commi t t i ng  cn imes  aga ins t  oun  Peop le ,  becoming  a  v i c i ous
aggnesson  aga ins t  Mozamb ique .  Up  t i l l  t he  end  o f  t he  co lon ia l -
impen ia l i s t  wan ,  I an  Smi th r s  f  onces  t ook  pan t  i n  t he  gnaves t
cn imes  aga ins t  ou r  Peop le ,  i n  N iassa ,  i n  Te te ,  i n  Man i ca .

Ian Smi thrs  so ld iens p layed an act ive no le  in  the sad ly
noton ious massacne of  Mucumbuna .  In  August -septemben 1 973,
the Sal isbuny tnoops pant ic ipated act ive ly  in  the gneat  thnee-
pnonged of  f  ens ive un leashed in  zurnbo d is tn ic t .  In  Manch-Apni l
1974 ,  a  gnea t  numben  o f  Rhodes ian  p lanes  wene  sho t  down  non th

mencenanies and assass ins,  they wene napid ty  and pnogness ive ly

in tens i f  ied in  the per- iod a f  ten Independence unt i l  they neached

the  pnesen t  phase  o f  a  wan  o f  aggness ion .

Ian Smi th  is  tny ing to  put  out  the f  ine he t i t  h imsel f  w i th  h is

oppness ion by commi. t t ing cn imes a imed at  invo lv ing othen countn ies

in  the conf  l i .c t  he s tanted in  h is  own land.  L ike a  lunat ic ,  he is

seeking to put out f  ine with petnol .  Ian Smith wants to shif  t  the

stn i f  e  and the f  ight ing f  nom h is  tenn i tony to  oun countny.

In  h is  cn imina l  a t tack on 24 Febnuany,  Ian Smi th  de l ibenate iy
v io la ted South Afn ican a inspa.ee in  onden to  a t tack us fnom South

Af  r ica so as to  dnaw oun at tent ion awav fnom the tanqet  and so
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pnovoke an even gneaten conf l ic t  on a  sub-cont inenta l  sca le .
Smith is tnying to pnovoke a genenal wan thnoughout Southenn
Af  n ica by eveny means in  the cn imina l  hope of  de lay ing h is
Cownf  a l l  by  incneas ing the sca le  o f  destnuct ion and death.

He wi l l  fa i l ,  as  wi l l  a l l  those who n ise agains t  the people ,
a l l  those who dane at tack the people .  Ian Srn i th  wi l l  be swept
away f  nom h is tony,  as o then co lon ia l is ts  wene bef  one h im.  The
wan in  Z imbabwe is  the pnoduct  o f  Ian Smi thrs  negime and i . ts
exp lo i ta t ion and oppness ion of  the people  o f  Z imbabwe.  And th is
wan wil l  end i .n an inevitable victony f on the people of Zimbabwe.

Comnades,  compatn io ts ,  W€ have l ibenated oun Fathenland f  nom
colon ia l ism .  Today we must  def  end oun Fathenland f  nom at tack.
We must  suppont  the jus t  s t ruggle  o f  oun bnothen people  o f
Z imbabwe.  In  onden to  canny out  oun task we need the inv inc ib te
f  once of  un i ty  and onganizat ion.  The immensely  cneat ive enengy
of  the People  onganized and led by FRELiMO defends oun f  needom.
Let  us apply  oun cneat ive enengy to  defend oun independence and
suppont  our  Z i rnbabwean bnothens.

wel ls ,  n ivens and a l l  o then p iaces.  Wi th  these shel tens we sha1l
pnotect  ounselves f  nom enemy at tacks.  The shel tens wi l l  have to

be bu i t t  a f  ten nonmal  wonk ing houns.  We must  in tens i fy  the
cneat ion o f  communal  v i l lages,  to  enable  us to  set  up a bet ten
def  ence onganizat ion.  The FPLM wi l l  have to  na ise the in  pot i t ica l
and mi l i tany openat iona l  leve l  and suppont  the masses in  the in  defence
ongan i za t i on .

2  .  We must  organize oun means of  pnoduct ion.  Duning oun wan of
nat iona l  l ibenat ion we a lways mainta ined that  pnoduct ion is  the backbone
of  wan and that  wan cneates the condi t ions to  impnove pnoduct ion.
Fon th is  neasonr  W€ must  speed up the cneat ion o f  communal  v i l lages
whene,  when we ane onganized,  we shal l  be ab le  to  pnoduce and to
de f  end  ounse l ves  aga ind the  enemy .

We must  incnease pnoduct ion in  oun f  ac ton ies.  We must  s tep
up oun wonk and wonk mone ef f ic ient ty  in  the ponts ,  na i lways and
c i v i l  av i a t i on .  We  mus t  be  speed ien  and  mone  e f  f  i c i en t  i n  bu i l d i ng
and nepain ing noads,  homes and othen bu i ld ings.  Eveny wonken
should  d iscuss wi th  h is  co l leagues ways and means of  pnoduc ing
mone ,  be t t en  and  qu i cken .

3 .  Because  o f  ene rny  aggness ion ,  some  economic  ac t i v i t i es
may be fonced to  hat t  on to  iowen the in  pnoduct ion leve l  and the
ef  f  ec t  o f  th is  may be that  some of  oun wonking compatn io ts  may
also temponani ly  lose the in  jobs.  I t  is  the duty  o f  each one of  us
to  suppont  these people  by cneat ing condi t ions which wi l l  enable
them to  f  ind wonk.  The main task f  on the absonot ion o f  a l l  oun
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wonkens l ies  in  the nunal  aneas,  in  agnicu i tune and an imal

husbandny. Al i  those whose jobs ane af f  ected mdY, with State

assistance, onganize themselves in communal vi l lages and begin

the in  own anable  and l ivestock pnoduct ion.

4. How should be f ulf  i l  oun intennati .onal i .st duw towands

Zirnbabwe? By supponting the Zirnbabwe stnuggler W€ ane def ending

Mozambique.  By suppont ing and develop ing the s tnuggle  o f  oun

Zimbabwe bnothens we ane keeping the enemy away f  nom oun

f  nont iens,  consoi i .dat ing oun independence and cneat ing condi t ions

fon the estab l ishment  o f  peace .

Thus we say that  suppont  and so l idan i ty  ane not  chani ty  on f  avoun,
but  mutua l  ass is tance between f  onces f  ight ing f  on the same object ive.

Oun suppont  f  or  the jus t  f  ight  o f  our  Z i rnbabwe bnothers  is :
monal  suppont ;  pot i t ica t  suppont ;  and maten ia l  suppont .

We shal l  suppont  them monal ly  and po l i t ica l ty  by onganiz ing
ounselves in  our  'Gnupos Dinamizadonesf  to  s tudy and leann f  nom the
Zimbabwe s tnuggie .  We shal l  expness oun suppont  by s ing ing songs
about  oun in ternat iona l is t  duty  towands the Z imbabwe s tnuggle ;

we shal l  suppont  i t  by  exp la in ing the s tnuggle  to  oun people  and
discuss i .ng i t  w i th  theml  we shal l  suppont  i t  by  accept ing sacn i f  i .ces
and ovencoming handships in  onden to  f  u l f  i l  oun in tennat iona l is t
ob l i ga t i ons .

We shal l  suppont  i t  maten ia t ly  by pnoduc ing;  by pnoduc ing to
feed and c lo the oun people ;  by  pnoduc ing to  feed and c lo the the
f  i .ghtens who ane def  ending oun f  nont iens;  by pnoduc ing to  feed
and c lo the oun bnothen Z imbabwe guenni l las .  We shal l  suppont
i t  maten ia l ly  by reduc ing oun imponts  and by beas ing to  impont
what  is  not  essent ia l  to  the countnyf  s  economy.

We shall  suppont i t  matenial ly by making a monthly contnibution
to  the so l idan i ty  f  und which we set  up on 3 Febnudny,  Mozambique
H e n o e s t  D - y .

comnades ,  exce l l enc ies ,  compa tn io t s ,  t he  Mozamb ique  peop le rs

Repubi ic  has been in  ex is tence f  or  jus t  oven e ight  months.  Fnom
the beginn ing i t  has dec laned qu i te  f  inmly  that  i ts  in tennat iona l is t
duty  is  not  a  mat ten of  compnomises on negot ia t ions.

We ar.e f  envent advocates of peace. We have come thnough
1O yeans  o f  a  co lon ia l - impen ia l i s t  wan  o f  aggness ion .  We  ane
thenef  one veny consc ious of  the sacn i f  ices which the defence of
oun  f needom and  i ndependence  demand .

But  we accept  a l l  th is  today as we d id  yestenday.  Oun f  nont iens
have been sealed wi th  the b iood of  oun People  and oun in tennat iona l is t
duty was bonn of the countless sacnif ices of the peoples of the whole
w o n l d .

Consc ious of  th is  neal i ty ,  th  e  FRELIMO Centna i  Commit tee
and the Counci l  o f  Min is tens of  the People 's  Republ ic  o f  Mozambque
have g iven me a mandate to  take the appnopniate  measunes des ignec l
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to  safeguand the inv io tab i l i ty  o f  oun f  nont iens,  and the tenni ton ia l
integnit5z and soveneignt5z of the Mozambique Peoplers Republic.
Similanly, they have given me a mandate to take the decisions that
may be necessany to ensune the intennational ist suppont of FRELIMO,
oun State and oun People fon the just t ibenati .on stnuggle of oun
bnothen Z imbabwe people  .

The acts of aggnession of Ian Smith have alneady mingled oun
blood wi th  the b lood of  the Z imbabwe people .

The Mozambique Peoplers  Republ ic ,  to  suppont  the l ibenat ion
stnuggle of the Zimbabwe people in accondance with the decisions

of the United Nations and the Onganization of Af nican Unity, with
ef fect  fnom today,  3  Manch 1976,  c loses at l  i ts  fnont iens wi th  the
Bni t ish co lony of  Southenn Rhodesia ;  pnohib i ts  any fonm of
communication with the tennitony dominated by the nacist negime;
bans the passage thnough i ts tennitony and ainspace of any tnaf f  ic
o f  pensons and goods on ig inat ing fnon l  on bound fon Southenn
Rhodesia  .

The PRM f ul ly appl ies the sanctions against the Bni.t ish colony
of  Southenn Rhodesia .  The PRM conf  iscates a l l  assets  be longing
to the i t lega l  neg ime,  to  f inms wi th  headquantens in  the tenni tony
of  Southenn Rhodesia ,  and to  c i t izens l iv ing in  oun tenni tony who
necogn i ze  t he  i l t ega l  neg ime .

Men and women of  Mozambique ,  on 25 Septemben 1964,  in
onden to  l ibenate the land and i ts  peopte,  the oppnessed Fathenland,
the FRELIMO Centna l  Commit tee pnoc la imed a genenal  upnis ing by
the Mozambican People .  Today,  in  onden to  guanantee the def  ence
of  oun nat iona l  tenn i tony,  the FRELIMC Centna l  Commit tee again
cal ls upon the People of Mozambique, f  nom the Rovuma to the
Maputo, to def end the Fathenland f nom attack.

Excel lenc ies,  ambas.sadons and changes draf  fa ines accnedi ted
to the People 's  Repubt ic  o f  Mozambiq ' ;e ,  a l l  youn countn ies have
f  inmly  and unanimously  condemned the nac is t  Ian Smi th  nebel l ion.
