Mr. Fresident:

On 27 wovemver 1962, I addressed a letter to you in
which I underlined the growing indisgnation of the iAngolan
people over the identification of United itates policies
regarding Anzola with the aims of tnose of Portugal. There
is strong pressure on me to abandon the course of reason
and moderateness which I hsave [ollowed up to now; my people
cannot understand why I have failed to voice their protests
in the same bitter messurss they voice them to me.

Subsequent te my letter was the vote in the Genernl
Assembly of the Unifed wationg-on 18 December. 1 was ex-
tremely disappointed at the stand of the United Strtes which
voted, tomether wigh rortugal and 3outh/Afpica, against the
overvhelming majority of. the world's states., In fngela, and
in the rest of Africa as melly there i# ng possibility for
the people to console themselves with =n ‘explanation of the
vote. such explanatious receive neither ‘publicity nor sym-
pathy in any event. The fact of the vote remains and that
is what counts.

[ remember the warmth of our firsgt meetinz when you
were a —enator. You nad BlTeddy adopted a courageous position
with resard to Algeria and you were concerned with the mel=
fare of the people of Angola. My vivid rececllection of the
jdeas you articulated made it possible for me to convey to
my people the warmest evidence of sympathy and understanding

for their plight.

How. however, the situation is reversed. Only last
year the ToITET STIToT TOOL o oS%ONd in the Unlted Hations
which was an indication of your country's willingness to
cleave to morality and justice at the risk of severe criti-
cism from some local elements and despite adding %o the dis-
comfiture of a NATO ally. Today, on the other hand, purely

be left unattended, help cut off because of pressure
from the Department of State, even when such help has
been proffered by completely unofficial and private
imerican relief and educational organizations. tortu-
sues icials have stated that they ha recgelved
oTTicial sssurances GLHat _no American assistance will
T gilyen Lo proorans medicel reliei and rehabili-
tation of Angolan refusees.
