Wie, here serlously look at the problems at home squarely in the face and
are prepared to take Salazar'®s blows as they come in and we give twice as
much until he falls down., Without commitment we Angolans here promise

to give your leadership a prominent hacking. This 1s a spiritual and physi-
éal assurance, Remember we shall forgive the portuguese feor his folly on
your crder hut we shall never never forglve the atrocities and the ungow-
dly torture inflicted on us for almost 500 years now, We know our suffee
ring will nake us great people in the history of African when we unitedly
conquer our political enemy, ‘ie all know that no one in the nistory of
mankingd has aver been sucdessful 1In supressing the truth., So the victory
is ours,’

Wwe, your peonle here are tired of the political device that has been put
us for the sins tnat we never commited, It 1s now better for all of us to
rise and hate the portuguese government, because it now seems as 1if God
created Afrlcains of Angola for white man's explitation, We present this
case bafore the Almiaghty God to judge., These portuguese have tried their
very best 0 change us through assimilation during their 500 yesrs rule but
they have railed because God created us African, we shall live as aAfricans
and we shall die as Africins:

Beiore Zanbia attained herself government, we had already a strong feeling
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of wedging a politiccl war against Salazar's reglme,in Angolae. This we
thought could be ecarried through national union wiveww that could carter

in 1964,

With the establishment of an African Government here this year, our poll-
tical position has tremendously ehanged, ‘le all unanimously decided to
back your leadership through U.P,A. and lead us to the Independence of
Angola, The ?Gvernmant again was approached for permission to open offices
here and willingly it was granted. We shall never forget thsnking Dr. Ka=-
unda and his government we for giving us political support.

HEADQUARTERS WEAKNESS IM AD INISTRATICN IN LEOPOLDVILL:

Since the party was started here in March, we have never received even a
sincle letter from you the pariy president to tell us how we could direct
our people fror this ond., Our party constitution is al¥so incomplete in tha
it does not explain the power of each officer from branch level to the na-
tionale “ie are operating without a party policy which could nive us full

picture of our work, ,

Up to now poople of *this end dc not know what plans ai& beinc rade on the
future operation in Angola. Due to this the office has falled to tell our

followers and those interested in our struggle what picture an Independent
Ancola will have., Our President has attended conferences but this of fice
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hae not been informed of the results of such conferences, e¢.d. the Calro
Conference.

It is now seven months but this office has not been informed of the
structure of our Government in Exile. This office has no knowledge of the
brime Minister's cabinet composition. There have been rumours that some
Cabinet ¥inisters have resigned but surprisely no officlial information has
been received, We have no idea of any rasnflements made, within the frame

waork of the esbinet,

Your office does not know what relationship UPA as a party has to the Go-
vernmnent in exile. This because we have not been informed of the neople

who are rinning the party now,

Zamblia being a big country motd vehicles are needed for the officlals to
travel wide., The land=rover that we have is Too old and we have no money
to maintain it. We need more trans rt so that we gould be able to erach
whatever tney lived, This will givé no cnarce Lo our political ennemy to
have no chance of misleading our people.

Zanbia boing only a region we have found it difficvlt to make direct eon=-
tact with big firms rasing, firms and governments we have contacted so
far told us that financla arrangement will have 1o be made through your
office, as the head of Independent Angola. Since iMarch this office has so
far veceived only & 300, whigh you sent to us wy ir, Kapilango, This was
in April, 1954 and we bought & vehicie out of that amount, There have o1
